BASKETBALL TOURNAMENT RULES

The National High School Federation Rules and Regulations will apply to all Sports Center
basketball tournament games with the following exceptions;

1. 5th grade girls, 4th, 5th & 6th grade boys games will consist of (2) twelve minute halves.
They will use a 28.5 intermediate basketball.
2. Tth & 8th grade boys games will consist of (2) twelve minute halves.
They will use a regulation size basketball.
3. Games will start early if agreed upon by both coaches.
4. A total of (2) 30 second time-outs per half and (1) floating timeout will be allowed to each team.
(1) additional time-out per team will be awarded for each three minute overtime period.
There will be no carry over of time-outs to the overtime periods.
5. The clock will stop for all dead balls with the exception of a team winning by 25 points or more.
6. Each team is responsible to provide a representative to assist in keeping the score book or running
the game clock when your team plays. This must be an adult.
7. Each team is responsible for their own warm up and game balls.
Elkhart Sports Center is not responsible for any lost items.
8. Players must participate in their present grade level or above.

POOL PLAY / TOURNAMENT PAIRINGS
All teams advance to Single Elimination Tournament.
Teams will be seeded in tournament based on their pool placing.

A. Pool win-loss record.

B. Ties are determined by who won head-to-head competition. (example 2 teams tied)

C. Point spread on all games in pool play with a maximum of 15 points counting in any one game.
(example +15 or -15) This will be used if 3 teams are tied.

D. 1st & 2nd place teams receive a team trophy and 1st & 2nd place players each receive a medal.

TEAM CHECK IN & EXPECTATIONS

Team Coach or Manager to check in prior to your first game. A team packet will be available.
Players, Coaches and Fans are asked to respect the facilities.
